“Mental illness, abuse, trauma, drug and alcohol addiction are the primary reasons 
for young people to leave their homes.” 
 
The Youth in Need Campaign will consist of fundraising from an Australian Army 
Band Brisbane gold coin donation concert, the Lady Mayoress Gala Ball, and various 
corporate initiatives. 
 
The Lord Mayor’s Community Trust has nominated five projects to benefit from the 
Campaign: 
 

� The Centre for Young People, The Learning and Development Centre 
� BABI, Bayside Adolescent Boarding Inc 
� ADAWS – Adolescent Drug and Alcohol Withdrawal Service 
� Southside Education Service 
� The Abused Child Trust

dedicated organisations around the city who provide solutions and front line services 
for the city’s youth in need,” Mrs Newman said.
