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Christmas Appeal delivers thousands of toys to charity
Thousands of toys will be donated to Brisbane charities at a warehouse in Colmslie, as part of the Lord Mayor’s Community Trust (LMCT) Christmas Gifts Appeal on Wednesday.

About $72,000 in cash and food vouchers will also go to over 40 charities, during a presentation by Lord Mayor Campbell Newman and Lady Mayoress Lisa Newman. 

The Lord Mayor said The Trust’s Christmas Toys and Grants program was a popular and long-standing City Hall tradition.

“We want to enable as many Brisbane people as possible to participate in Christmas,” he said.
“The Christmas appeal helps charities right across Brisbane hold the Christmas parties and trips they might otherwise not have been able to afford,” he said.
The Lady Mayoress said the LMCT had a unique role supporting the city’s frontline charities. 
“At Christmas time we focus on helping the smaller charities that specialize in families and children - or accommodation for the homeless,” she said.
“But the Christmas Appeal party would not be possible without the generous support of Foodbank Queensland to store the toys and host the event, Manton Woodall & Associates to transport the toys, and Carton Warehouse to box them – every year.”

Mrs Newman said a morning tea would follow the presents and certificates of appreciation to each of the donors and partners.

She said the Trust had recently launched the 2009 Christmas Appeal to raise funds for next Christmas. 

The LMCT has played an important leadership role in Brisbane, advocating long-term projects that provide tangible outcomes for young people in need.
