¢ Improved housing, medical, psychological and
substance intervention services for homeless young
people wanting to reconnect with education and work
programs.

¢ Provision of multi-faceted quality of life centre for
members of the disabled community and their families.

e Scholarships that provide educational and career
opportunities for disadvantaged teenagers.

e Qutreach service for women and their families trapped
in a cycle of drug addiction and/or prostitution.

This year the Trust continued to support the following
charities whose profiles are below.
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HOPE

Since the Hope Foundation launched in 2007 it has
received incredible support from the LMCT - both
practically and financially which has given the Hope
Foundation great encouragement on their mission and
with their vision. The Foundation is a Brisbane based
national charity that works alongside women wanting life
change from addictions and/or the sex industry. Over
the years the Foundation has received much assistance
from the Trust, including through the Christmas grants -
which have allowed them to make up Foodbank parcels
& bless the women'’s children with brand new toys and
Easter grants - which have always been high quality
and spoken value to the women (every woman loves
chocolate!) The Foundation was also gifted a major
grant which allowed the purchase of a caravan that was
the first step in outreach to the women and revealed
the need for a drop-in facility. Hope Foundation has
also been able to purchase a BBQ and tables + chairs
for community outreach. The Hope Foundation’s
partnership with the Trust has given wings to many of
the Foundation’s dreams and helped them to serve the
women of our community well.

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Supporting children through cancer

Over 5,000 children and young people are going through
the gruelling cancer journey in Australia today. Treatment

often lasts for years and impacts their whole family.

Caring for a sick child, particularly one hospitalised a long

way from home, often requires that a parent stop or cut

back on work. At the same time, expenses related to travel

and treatment typically increase.

Redkite is a national charity that supports children and
young people with cancer by providing practical support

to their whole family. As well as emotional and educational
support, Redkite provides families with financial assistance

so that they can stay on top of incoming bills and keep
focused on caring for their sick child.

Aunties and Uncles is a mentoring program for
vulnerable and disadvantaged children aged 1 - 12
years. Mentors have an immense, long lasting impact on
these children by helping them to experience stability
and the benefits of an extended family.

The program delivers practical support to these families
by linking each child with a volunteer aunty and/or
uncle, who provides ongoing care and support to the
child. The volunteer aunties and uncles spend quality
time with their ‘linked’ child being a positive influence
and role model in their lives. Over time, a lasting
friendship is developed.

ELORAC
PLACE

Community Action in Carole Park Inc, located in

Elorac Place in Carole Park, is often fondly referred to
as Elorac Place. Elorac Place provides medium to long
term accommodation to young women and families
who are supported in transitioning into independent
accommodation. Elorac Place also provides other
support activities such as play group, food shed, school
holiday programs, baby sitting courses, training space,
computer lab, local festivals and much more. It is nestled
in a small residential area in Ellen Grove with the local
community park as a back drop. It is easily accessible to
the local community and close to transport.

CHARITY PROFILES

SANDBAG Inc. was formed over 20 years ago by local
citizens to respond to the needs and challenges of
Sandgate and surrounding districts. This approach
has led to a broad range of integrated and innovative
programs, services, projects and activities being
delivered to local people and families.

Sandbag engages with a broad cross section of the
community, and provides a hand up when people are
vulnerable and at risk of being socially disconnected
due to homelessness, mental illness or other health
issues, unemployment, and/or violent and fractured
relationships. SANDBAG also sponsors a number of
local groups and initiatives.
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CENTRE FOR YOUNG PEOPLE

As part of the Trust's commitment to helping Brisbane's
Youth in Need, the Trust continues to work with the Red
Cross for its Centre for Young People.

The Brisbane Centre for Young People aims to end the
experience of homelessness for around 42 Brisbane
young people each year. The Centre consists of two
complementary components:

e 28 beds of semi-supported accommodation

» 28 beds of studio and 1 bed apartment
accommodation

»  Ongoing case-based support

»  Tailored development plans to support learning,
employment and personal development goals

* A purpose-built learning and development centre
»  Catering for up to 80 learners per week
»  Formal and informal learning environments

»  Wide ranging curriculum providing foundation
and lifeskills content through to access to formal
learning and pre-vocational learning

»  Well developed links to employment opportunities

Construction on the Centre is well advanced with external
works on the building and precinct almost complete and
internal works underway. Completion is set for January or
early February next year with detailed fit out commencing
shortly after that.

Lifeskills, intensive personal support and training and
employment programs continue to operate well in the
project pilots and Red Cross looks forward to scaling these
up next year, in the Centre for Young People

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NOTES TO THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS
for the year ended 30 June 2011

The financial statements cover the economic entity of Lord Mayor's Community Trust as an individual parent entity. Lord Mayor's Community Trust is a
charitable trust, established and domiciled in Australia.

Note 1 Summary of Significant Accounting Policies

Basis of Preparation
The financial statements are general purpose financial statements that have been prepared in accordance with Australian Accounting Standards (including
Australian Accounting Interpretations) of the Australian Accounting Standards Board.

Australian Accounting Standards set out accounting policies that the AASB has concluded would resuft in financial statements containing relevant and
reliable information about fransactions, events and conditions to which they apply. Material accounting policies adopted in the preparation of the financial
statements are presented below and have been consistently applied uniess otherwise stated.

The financial statements have been prepared on an accruals basis and are based on historical costs, modified, where applicable, by the measurement at
fair value of selected non-current assets, financial assets and financial liabilities.

(a) Financial Instruments

Initial recognition and measurement
Financial assets and financial liabilities are recognised when the trust becomes a party to the contractual provisions to the instrument. For financial assets,
ihis is equivalent to the date that the trust commits itself to either purchase or seli the asset (i.e. trade date accounting is adopted).

Financial instruments are initially measured at fair value plus transactions costs except where the instrument is classified ‘at fair valtie through profit or loss'
in which case transaction costs are expensed to profit or loss immediately.

Classification and subsequent measurement

Finance instruments are subsequently measured at either fair value, amortised cost using the effective interest rate method or cost. Fair value represents
the amount for which an asset could be exchanged or a liability settied, between knowledgeabie, willing parties. Where available, quoted prices in an active
market are used to determine fair value. In other circumstances, valuation techniques are adopted.

Amortised cost is the amount at which the financial asset or financial liability is measured at initial recognition less principal repayments and any reduction
for impairment, and adjusted for any cumulative amortisation of the difference between that initiat amount and the maturity amount calculated using the
effective interest method .

The effective interest method is used to allocate interest income or interest expense over the relevant period and is equivalent to the rate that exactly
discounts estimated future cash payments or receipts (including fees, transaction costs and other premiums or discounts) through the expected life (or
when this cannot be reliably predicted, the contractual term) of the financial instrument to the net carrying amount of the financiaf asset or financial liability.
Revisions to expected future net cash flows wil necessitate an adjustment to the carrying vaiue with a consequential recognition of an income or expense

(i) Financial assets at fair value through profit or ioss

Financial assets are classified at ‘fair value through profit or loss’ when they are either held for trading for the purpose of short term profit taking, derivatives
not held for hedging purposes, or when they are designated as such to avoid an accounting mismatch or to enable performance evaluation where a group
of financial assets is managed by key management personnel on a fair value basis in accordance with a documented risk management or investment
strategy. Such assets are subsequently measured at fair value with changes in carrying value being included in profit or foss. The trust did not hold financial
assets at fair value through profit or loss either in the current or comparative financial year.

(ii) Loans and receivables

Loans and receivables are non-derivative financial assets with fixed or determinable payments that are not quoted in an active market and are
subsequently measured at amortised cost. Loans and receivables are included in current assets, except for those which are not expected to mature within
12 months after the end of the reporting period, which will be classified as non-current assets.

(iii} Held-to-maturity investments
Held-to-maturity investments are non-derivative financial assets that have fixed maturities and fixed or determinable payments, and it is the trust's intention
to hold these investments to maturity. They are subsequently measured at amortised cost.

Held-to-maturity investments are included in non-current assets, except for those which are expected to mature within 12 months after the end of the
reporting period, which will be classified as current assets,

If during the period the trust sold or reclassified more than an insignificant amount of the held-to-maturity investments before maturity, the entire category of
held-to-maturity investments would be tainted and would be reclassified as available-for-sale.

The Trust did not hold any held-to-maturity investments in the current or comparative financial year.

{iv) Available-for-sale financial assets

Available-for-sale financial assets are non-derivative financial assets that are either not capable of being classified into other categories of financial assets
due to their nature, or they are desighated as such by management. They comprise investments in the equity of other entities where there is neither a fixed
maturity nor fixed or determinable payments.

They are subsequently measured at fair value with changes in such fair value (i.e. gains or losses) recognised in other comprehensive income (except for
impairment losses and foreign exchange gains and losses). When the financial asset is derecognised, the cumulative gain or loss pertaining to that asset
previously recognised in other comprehensive income is reclassified into profit or loss.

{v) Financial liabilities
Non-derivative financial liabilities (excluding financial guarantees) are subsequently measured at amortised cost.

Fair value

Fair value is the amount at which an asset could be exchanged, or a liability seitied, between knowledgeable, willing parties in an arm’s length transaction.
Fair value is determined based on current bid price for all quoted investments. Valuation techniques are applied to determine the fair value for all unlisted
securities, including recent arm'’s length transactions, reference to similar instruments and option pricing models unless the range of reasonable fair value
estimates is significant and the probabilities of various estimates cannot be reasonably assed, in which case such instruments are measured at cost.

(b) Cash and Cash Equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents include cash on hand, deposits held at call with banks, other short-term highly liguld investments with original maturities of three
months or tess and bank overdrafts. Bank overdrafts are shown within short-term borrowings in current liabilities on the statement of financial position.

{c) Revenue and Other Income

Grant revenue is recognised in the statement of comprehensive income when the entity obtains control of the grant and it is probable that the economic
benefits gained from the grant will flow to the entity and the amount of the grant can be measured reliably.

If conditions are attached to the grant which must be satisfied before it is eligible to receive the contribution, the recognition of the grant as revenue will be
deferred until those conditions are satisfied.

Lord Mayor's Community Trust receives non-reciprocal contributions of assets from the government and other parties for zero or a nominal value. These
assets are recognised at fair value on the date of acquisition in the statement of financial position, with a corresponding amount of income recognised in the

Donations and bequests are recognised as revenue when received,
Interest revenue is recognised using the effective interest rate method, which for floating rate financial rate financial assets is the rate inherent in the

Revenue from fundraising is recognised at the time the revenue is received. In the case of a fundraising event, at the time of the fund raising event.
Revenue from the rendering of a service is recognised upon the delivery of the service to the customers.

(d) Trade and Other Payables

Trade and other payables represent the liability outstanding at reporting date for goods and services received by the trust during the reporting period, which
remain unpaid. The balance is recognised as a current liability with the amounts normally paid within 30 days of recagnition of the fiability.

{e) Inventories

[nventories are measured at the lower of cost or net realisable value.

Inventories acquired at no ¢ost, or for nominal consideration are valued at the current replacment cost as at the date of acquisition.

(f) Goods and Services Tax (GST)
Revenues, expenses and assels are recognised net of the amount of GST, except where the amount of GST incurred is not recoverable from the Australian
Taxation Office (ATO).

Receivables and payables are stated inclusive of the amount of GST receivable or payable. The net amount of GST recoverable from, or payable to, the
ATO is included with other receivables or payables in the statement of financial position,

Cash flows are presented on a gross basis. The GST components of cash flows arising from investing or financing activities which are recoverable from, or
payable to, the ATO are presented as operating cash flows included in receipts from customers or payments to suppliers.

(g) Comparative Figures
When required by Accounting Standards, comparative figures have been adjusted to conform to changes in presentation for the current financial year.
