Total fundraising for 2006/07 was $1,056,730. A
highlight of this year was the fundraising initiatives for
the Youth in Need Appeal.

2007 Australia Day Auction. The Trust was also fortunate to receive a very
significant donation from Xstrata Coal towards this Appeal. $754,646 was raised
towards an ambitious target of $1m. | would like to record my thanks to these
generous donors.

The Youth in Need Appeal was a major profile raising initiative for the Trust.
Channel 10 and Triple M provided wholehearted support to the Lady Mayoress
2007 Australia Day Auction. The publicity positioned the Trust as a charity making
a tangible contribution to solving part of the youth homelessness problem in
Brisbane.

This year the Trust gave grants to charities, Easter eggs, Christmas toys and food
vouchers. Bloomberg Incorporation has again strongly supported the Lord
Mayor's Christmas Appeal with the donation of a container of toys and | thank
them for their continuing support. Our thanks also goes to Cadbury who donated
chocolate Easter eggs for the Easter Appeal. The 2006 Lord Mayor’'s Christmas
Appeal raised $118,000.

Additionally, the Trust has attracted new donors and supporters including the
Pratt Family Foundation, Tiffany and Co. and the Big City Barbecue.

Looking forward, the Trust will continue its traditional grant programs and expand
its fundraising activities to support a major gift program to nominated charities for
projects that produce outcomes that are aligned with the Trust’s objectives.

. Who are we?

rt-l The Lord Mayor's Community Trust was established under a
Trust Deed to comply with the ancillary fund provisions of
Division 30 of the Income Tax Assessment Act 1997, for the
[ purpose of providing money, property or benefits to or for eligible
oy iy charities or for the establishment of eligible charities. It is a
R deductible gift recipient and all donations in cash and in kind
over $2 are tax deductible.

What do we do?
Our specific purpose is to:

attract and retain for the Trust the continuing interest and financial support of
members of the public

solicit donations, gifts, bequests and other forms of financial assistance

widen knowledge and understanding among the public of the Trust, its
activities, needs and objectives

support organisations which do community work for the people of Brisbane
promote goodwill among the people of Brisbane and their relationship with the
Lord Mayor and Brisbane City Council.

Our Grants Programs — “Supporting Brisbane’s Chariti es”

The Trust provides a number of specific grants for eligible charities that meet the
Trust’s funding criteria:

Bi-annual cash grants — grant rounds are conducted in March and September
each year

Christmas grants — provision of toys, food vouchers and cash grants

Easter grants — provision of Easter eggs to charities.

Major Gift Program - Special Fundraising Projects — “Helping Brisbane’s
Youth in Need”

As well as continuing the Trust’s traditional work Supporting Brisbane’s Chatrities,
the Trust has continued its approach of identifying specific projects that are
aligned with its aspirations of Helping Brisbane’s Youth in Need.

During 2006/07 the Trust raised $754,646 for its Youth in Need Campaign against
an ambitious target of $1m and these funds are currently held in a reserve fund
awaiting draw down by the Australian Red Cross for the construction of the
Centre for Young People in Inner Brisbane, including a Learning and
Development Centre. Construction is due to commence in 2007/08.

In particular the Trust Deed outlines the framework for
governance of the Trust and ensures that the Trust finances are
managed in accordance with the provisions of the Income Tax
Assessment Act 1997 and associated guidelines and rulings under
Australian Taxation Law as they relate to Deductible Gift Recipient
status.

Annual General Meeting

The Trust held its 2005/06 Annual General Meeting on 16 October 2006 at
Brisbane City Hall. At this meeting, the Chairperson, Lady Mayoress Lisa
Newman, tabled her Annual Report including audited financial statements for
2005/06, which was reviewed and endorsed by the Trustees.

Trust Meetings

During 2005/06 eight Trust meetings were held. At these meetings the Trustees
discussed and made decisions relating to governance matters, strategic direction,
grant applications, fundraising and events.

Audit 2006/2007

AH Jackson & Co were again appointed as independent auditors for the Trust’s
finances for 2006/07. The Audit report is attached as Attachment 1.

Since 2004/2005, the Trust has prepared and distributed its Annual Report with
the kind support of Scanlon Printing, Geebung.

Throughout 2006/07, the Lord Mayor's Community Trust continued its partnership
with Brisbane City Council and Cystic Fibrosis QId in the operation of two second-
hand bookstores.

Under this arrangement, the Brisbane City Council's Library Services supply
surplus library materials to the Lord Mayor's Community Trust, who have
appointed Cystic Fibrosis Qld to re-sell donated items. A percentage of the
proceeds of sales are returned to the Lord Mayor's Community Trust. It is with
great appreciation that the Trust received $3,480 from this partnership throughout
2006/07.

Due to the success of the Nundah Bookstore, in late 2006, Cystic Fibrosis
decided to open a second bookstore at Salisbury, providing access to discounted
reading material on the southside of the city.

Cystic Fibrosis has an active team of volunteers that support this operation. Both
bookshops are open seven days a week and offer a wide range of books and
magazines for sale at very reasonable prices.
